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Analysis of the Application of New Legal Solutions in
Supression of Corruption in the Republic of Serbia

Abstract: The fight against corruption is the overriding task of
every society and state because of which many activities are
undertaken that are directed towards adequate prevention and
suppression of corruption. The most important activities are dedicated
to building comprehensive normative framework in the suppression of
corruption, through defining corruption, incrimination of the
corruption offenses, establishment of specialized state bodies for the
suppression of corruption and defining operational and technical
capacities of these bodies in order to successfully fight against
corruption. Although the concept of corruption has not yet been
uniquely defined, corruption can be defined as abuse of power for
private gain. Bearing in mind the fact that corruption leads to
impoverishment of the society and state and loss of citizens " confidence
in democratic institutions, the Republic of Serbia adopted the new Law
on Organisation and Jurisdiction of Government Authorities in the
Suppression of Organised Crime, Terrorism and Corruption that
prescribes corruptive criminal offenses and foresees specialization of
state bodies in order to prosecute and try such criminal offenses. Also,
the law provides for the establishment of financial forensics units,
connecting officials within the Prosecutor’s Olffice for Organised
Crime and the Special Department of the Public Prosecutor’s Olffices
for the Suppression of Corruption and establishment of task forces
within mentioned Public Prosecutor’s Offices, in order to successfully
investigate and prove corruptive criminal offenses. Since more than
one year has passed from the beginning of the application of this law,
we will present the work results of the Special Department for the
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Suppression of Corruption within the Higher Public Prosecution
Office in Belgrade. Therefore, in this paper we will analyse: corruptive
criminal offenses prosecuted during the first year, practical
implementation of the new legal provisions which improve
investigation and proving of corruptive criminal offenses and the
number of court-terminated proceedings. Special attention will be
paid to cooperation between specialized bodies for the suppression of
corruption. In addition to the practical application analysis of the Law
on Organisation and Jurisdiction of Government Authorities in the
Suppression of Organised Crime, Terrorism and Corruption focusing
on the example of the Special Department for the Suppression of
Corruption in Belgrade, we will point out certain deficiencies in the
legal provisions that make it difficult to efficiently fight against
corruption.

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Sociodemographic Characteristics
of the Homicidal Population

Abstract: The criminal act of murder is considered to be one
of the more serious criminal offenses, since the person is deprived of
the basic and most important right, and that is the right to life.
Psychologists have always shown a great interest in this kind of violent
delicts, as well as interpersonal violence in general. Attempting to
explain and understand this type of violent behavior, they proceeded,
most often, with studying the personality interaction and its socio-
psychological environment. On the other hand, by studying the most
important modalities of sociodemographic features, in our work, we
tried to determine them from an etiological side, the bearers of this
criminal activity more precisely, keeping in mind that murder is one of
the most difficult forms of interpersonal violence, which is,
unfortunately, a part of our everyday lives.

The sample included 138 male prisoners aged 24-78 who were
serving a prison sentence in Penitentiary Rehabilitation Institutions in
Nis, Pozarevac, Padinska skela, and Sremska Mitrovica, due to the
crimes and killings they had committed. Respondents completed a
questionnaire made for research purposes, which collects general
sociodemographic data, as well as data related to earlier criminal
activity. The results have shown that the majority of killers belong to
the age structure of 31 to 40 years and that they were born or have had
a place of residence in urban areas. The structure, in terms of social
and working status, was diverse, starting from unskilled workers,
workers without interest, craftsmen, and technicians of various
professions, to private entrepreneurs, engineers, etc.
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In terms of other sociodemographic characteristics, the results of
the survey have shown that they were convicted persons who had
completed high school in the largest percentage, that they had been
employed before serving the prison sentence, and that they were of a
medium socioeconomic status, with about half of the respondents
saying that they had incomes higher than the average net salary in
Serbia. Regarding criminal activity, the highest percentage of killers
had previously been convicted for crimes committed in the field of
property delicts, including robbery, as well as violent delicts, including
murder.

In an attempt to derive some general conclusions on the
phenomenological features of homicide, based on sociodemographic
characteristics, we are brought back to one of the previously
mentioned statements about the significance of psychological and
situational factors in the manifestation of criminal behavior. Namely,
the ones including age, education, employment, occupation, marital
status, economic circumstances. The nature of the place of birth and
place of residence can hardly be considered as reliable indicators of
an increased risk for participation in the criminal activities of the
homicidal population. Nevertheless, this, and other empirical research
support the fact that the killers are a heterogeneous population, in a
phenomenological sense, with respect to demographic characteristics,
and that social features are only the breaking point of several
etiological factors.

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The Influence of Digital Technology on Police Work Im-
provement

Abstract: The development of technology and social relations
has changed the nature of police work over time. Although its basic
mission, to maintain order and to ensure the security of individuals
and groups, has remained the same, the emergence of digital environ-
ment has initiated new additional requirements for the police today.
The need for implementation of digital innovation in police work is
related to the changing behavior of modern man, strongly dependent
on the technology. In this new, digital age, information is becoming the
most important factor of success for organizations in different indus-
tries, whether they are in private or public sector. Therefore, the digi-
talization of police work aims to provide public services that are more
proactive, predictive and more correlated with the citizens’ needs. The
paper explores the impact of digital technology on the nature of police
work and indicates the most significant effects of its implementation.
The aim of the study is to emphasize the main questions raised during
the digitalization in police sector as well as to analyze the new oppor-
tunities brought by the limitless access to information. The paper also
presents an empirical study of SAP software application in the human
resource management sector of the Serbian Ministry of Interior. The
survey, which included 164 respondents, showed that the implementa-
tion of this technological innovation provided new opportunities for
managing human resources in the police, contributing to increased job
efficiency.

Phenomenology of Paramilitarism — Contribution to
Overcoming the Terminological Dilemmas of the
Language of Security Sciences’

Abstract: In addition to national and international armies -
armed forces of states and alliances, paramilitary armed formations
(the so-called paramilitary) play aprominent role in contemporary
international and non-international armed conflicts. They are made up
of so-called voluntary fighters (patriots, contracts), i.e. mercenaries or
“looters* (so-called war dogs) within armed formations that are not
officially part of, and most often not under the command, of regular
armed forces. As a rule, they are formed, armed, equipped, trained,
paid and controlled by certain political centers of power - foreign
governments and intelligence, hostile political emigration, political
parties, criminal and other extremist (pseudo-patriotic, nationalist and
para-religious) organizations (the so-called warlords) for whose
account the paramilitary formations occupied part of the territory of
the sovereign state in which the armed conflict took place and
established power on it. They are often associated with numerous war
crimes, terrovist attacks and robberies. Since the terms ‘warlords’,
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‘paramilitary’, 'mercenaries’, and ‘war dog’ are oftenincorrectly
usedin everyday communication of media, public and even scholars,
this paper attempts to conceptualize and make a clear distinction
between these phenomena.

Introduction

Human history is actually a history of bloodshed: conflicts and
wars. Certainly, the most destructive form of social conflict is war.In
armed conflicts, human life is,unfortunately,worth a little.It is assumed
that, globally, for the past 3300 years, only 200 years were spent in
peace.During 5500 years of history, more than 14,500 wars have been
fought, killing about 4 billion people.In World War I, about 10 million
people were killed and about 20 million were injured or maimed. More
than 55 million people were killed in World War II, including 25
million civilians, and 35 million were wounded (Mileti¢, 1993: 953—
955; Tadi¢, 1996: 182).The armed conflicts that took place between
the end of the Cold War and the beginning of the third millennium
killed at least 5 million people. The victims were mostly civilians: in
the World War I, 92% of the victims were soldiers, and today they are
civilians to the same extent (Duli¢, 2008: 39). The number of deaths,
injuries and mutilations in armed conflicts from the beginning of the
new millennium to this day can only be speculated.

War is the sharpest form of social conflict in whichstates, their
alliances or organizations, through direct use of armed force,try to
achieve certain political goals by defeating opponents and forcing them
to accept the terms of the victor.Thus, war is exclusively an armed
conflict between states, that is, an interstate armed conflict. Such
conflicts can occur between states, between states and alliances and
between multiple alliances. Intrastate, i.e. non-international armed
conflicts, although referred to as civil wars, are not considered as wars
under international law (Tadi¢, 1996: 182).

Given this definition of war, it is clear that the active actors of
contemporary armed conflicts should be the armies of the conflicting
states. However, conflicts also involve the participation of formations,
groups and individuals who are not part of the regular armed
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formations of states and alliances.They are commonly referred to as
warlords, paramilitaries, mercenaries, war dogs, etc. As these terms
are often incorrectly used in everyday communication by the media,
general public, and even scholars, this paper attempts to conceptualize
and make a clear distinction between these phenomena.”

The term “paramilitary formations*

In addition to national armies and alliances, more and more
frequent actors of contemporary armed conflicts, both interstate and
internal ones, are paramilitary armed formations (the so-called
paramilitary).

The military is a state administration body in charge of
defending vital national values and interests from armed attacks (from
the outside and from the inside). Thus, the primary task of the military
is to defend the state with armed means against armed attacks by other
states and alliances.”

The totality of the armed forces of a state is called the army. It
can be professional, recruited on the military duty of citizens, hired or
combined, conventional or nuclear. In principle, armies serve nations,
and are called nationalarmies. By forming military alliances (such as
NATO), international military forces are formed and they are

Official Gazette of the RS, No. 116/2007, 88/2009, 88/2009 - other law,
104/2009 - other law, 10/2015 and 36/2018 and Article 13 of the Law on Police,
Official Gazette of the RS, no. 6/2016, 24/2018 and 87/2018).
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supposed to protect the interests and values of the military alliance and
individual member states (Waitr, 1993: 59, 62; Mijalkovi¢, 2018: 386).

More specifically, under the Protocol Additional to the Geneva
Conventions of 12 August 1949relating to the protection of victims of
international conflicts (Protocol I, Article 43)*, the armed forces of a
Party to a conflict consist of all organized armed forces, groups and
units which are under a command responsible to that Party for the
conduct of its subordinates, even if that Party is represented by a
government or an authority not recognized by an adverse Party. Such
armed forces shall be subject to an internal disciplinary system which,
inter alia, shall enforce compliance with the rules of international law
applicable in armed conflicts. Members of the armed forces of a Party
to a conflict (other than medical personnel and chaplains) are
combatants, that is to say, they have the right to participate directly in
hostilities. Whenever a Party to a conflict incorporates a paramilitary or
armed law enforcement agency into its armed forces it shall so notify
the other Parties to the conflict.

Therefore, it is clear why the term paramilitary formation in the
first place refers to an armed group or organization participating in
armed conflicts that cannot be considered an army.

Namely, the term paramilitary formation (paramilitary) may be
used in a broader, narrower and pejorative sense:

1. In the broader sense of the word, it is any group,
organization or movement whose members are
organized, trained, armed and equipped to perform
armed - combat operations and / or military tasks, but
for various reasons are not considered an armyj;

2. In the narrower sense of the word, there are two
categories of paramilitary formations:

2.1. armed formations of a state that are not
organizationally part of its standing or
regular army, such as:

- auxiliary services of the regular armed
forces, most often performing non-combat
tasks (e.g.:Women Airforce Service Pilots

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(WASP) made of U.S. Air Force civilian
women-pilots;
- armed formations intended for combat
missions but whose main purpose is not to
fight an external enemy and/or conventional
warfare, but to protect the state's internal
security (e.g.: US  Coast Guard,
Gendarmerie in Serbia, SFRY Territorial
Defense);
- private military companies providing
military and war management services,
renting soldiers and war equipment,
performing combat operations and other
security tasks in wartime; and
- regular police formations, which is rarely
the case, and, as a rule, only in emergencies
such as war and natural disasters (e.g.: Los
Angeles police);
2.2.armed formations organized or engaged in
activities equivalent to a regular army, but not
explicitly sanctioned by a state (e.g.: uprising
groups and movements such as the FARC in
Colombia, the Tamil Tigers in Sri Lanka, or the
armed wings of particular political parties such
as the People's Liberation Partisan Detachment,
of the Communist Party of Yugoslavia at the
beginning of World War II); and
3.pejorative meaning refers to numerous examples of
paramilitary formations engaged in terrorist activities, war
crimes and looting, whereby states and political movements
associated with them have endeavored, on the basis of their
“paramilitary* nature - that is, formal non-attachment to martial
law or for their own legal order -to diminish their own
responsibility (Mijalkovi¢, 2018: 144).°
Therefore, the subject of this paper are activities of the
paramilitaryasrepresented in the last mentioned meaning of this

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term.However, it should also be borne in mind that military
PMSC(Private Military Security Companies) also often play a role in
paramilitary formations.These are commercial private entities licensed
to provide, on a contractual basis, services such as: training for
performing combat operations and securing persons, property and
business in emergency situations (training services), production and
distribution of weapons and military equipment (manufacturing
activity), and supply of devices for protection of persons, property and
objects in war conditions (frade services), securing of persons and
property in emergency situations (security services),conducting combat
operations within the official armed forces, paramilitary formations,
conducting special combat operations (mercenary army) and strategic
consulting, designing and managing combat operations, social crises,
conflicts and violent upheavals (military management, mercenary
military and crisis headquarters) (Mijalkovié, 2018: 55).

The most famous private military companies come from
themilitary most powerful countries, which are not a particular
example of exemplary respect for international law, especially non-
humanitarian and war law - from the United States and the United
Kingdom come: Blackwater (USA), DynCorp InternationalLLC
(USA), Military Professional Resources Inc. (USA), Vinnell
Corporation (USA), L — 3 Services (USA), Armor Group (United
Kingdom), Control Risks Group (United Kingdom), Erinys
International Ltd. (UK, Republic of South Africa) (Milosevi¢, Jukic,
2017: 164-166).

The term “warlord“

Paramilitary formations, and sometimes even private military
companies, are not officially part of, and most often not even under the
command of, regular armed forces.As a rule, they are formed, armed,
equipped, trained, paid and controlled, or engaged by certain political
centers of power: unrecognized governments, foreign governments and
intelligence, hostile political emigration, political parties, criminal and
other extremist (pseudopatriotic, nationalist and paraver) organizations
(the so-called warlords) for whose account the paramilitary formations
occupy a part of the territory of the sovereign state in which the armed
conflict takes place and establish power on it (Mijalkovi¢, 2018: 144).
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More specifically, the term “warlord* also has more meanings
and is used to refer to:

1.

a person or group that has conquered or holds power
over a particular territory, usually a subnational unit
(province, region, etc.) of a state, exclusively through
armed forces in the form of military or paramilitary
formations, and over which there are no central control
authorities.Namely, in the conditions of weakening or
total loss of the central government due to extremely
difficult exceptional circumstances (e.g.: foreign
invasions, natural disasters, civil war, dynastic conflicts,
etc.), local and regional military commanders assume
military and civilian authority under the slogans of
“introduction of law and order and “protection of the
people®, that is, to pursue their own political ambitions
that were out of their reach in normal circumstances;

the so-called “failed states where the only effective
power is held by various paramilitary formations led by
charismatic individuals (e.g. Somalia), or whose large
parts of the territory are governed by local military
commanders and politicians whose utter allegiance to
central authority is questionable (e.g. Afghanistan); and®
informal centers of political and financial power of
national (“deep state”, tycoons) or international
importance (international para-Masonic associations,
holders of multinational capital) that, in order to
increase their wealth and power, provoke and manage
social crises, encourage and exploit the armed conflicts.

Thus, the “warlords* manage developments in the conflict area,
seeking to direct the flow of armed conflict and to control life in the
territories they occupy and in which they carry out armed actions.
Andin doing so, they actually exercise (para)authority.

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The term ’paramilitaries’

Paramilitaries consist of fighters of different profiles and

motives. Generally, all motives, and thereby members of paramilitary
formations, can be classified into three groups:

I.

ideological, where individuals are engaged on the basis of a
sincere ideological conviction in the correctness of the goals
they will fight for, that is, on the basis of a sincere commitment
to the proclaimed ideals of the party to the conflict they
support. This category of fighters is also called the “righteous*
because they come from the positions of patriots and/or
“fighters  for justice. Ideological followers can be
conditionally divided into two subgroups:

1.1 political ~ followers who, through their personal
involvement in paramilitary formations wish to contribute
to solving a particular political problem (change of power,
secession of the territory from the home country, change
of constitutional arrangements, change of the foreign
policy of the state, etc.) existing between different ethnic
groups or between different political options and stream.
These are extreme nationalists, that 1is, national
chauvinists, and

1.2 religious followers, who engage in paramilitary formation
to pursue goals proclaimed by a particular religious body
or religious authority, which fosters conflict with members
of other religions. After all, these motives are also
political, because they have certain political consequences
(change of power, change of state and/or constitutional
arrangements, secessionism, unitarism, etc.). These are
religious fundamentalists;

lucrative, when persons join one of the parties to the conflict in

order to obtain some material gain from their engagement.

These persons are most often sympathizers or ideological

followers of the party to the conflict to which they have joined,

although this may not be the rule. They commercialize their
knowledge and skills in the field of warfare, and can be
conditionally divided into two subgroups:

2.1 “contracts* (“merchants*, “mercenaries*), who receive a
pre-agreed (daily, weekly, monthly or annual) fee (“salary*) for
services from the party to the conflict and

2.2 “vultures” (“looters”) who do not have to strictly charge for

their services but abuse their involvement in armed conflicts for

the sake of personal enrichment by unlawfully seizing property

(money, valuables and other things) they find in the field while

performing combat and other activities (reconnaissance, search

and reconnaissance, intelligence, negotiation, etc.);

3. pathological, when persons are engaged due to fanaticism that is
so extreme that it islike mental illness, or is the fruit of mental
illness. These are persons who are most often not mentally healthy,
which is why they are especially dangerous and ready to commit
the most serious crimes. Their fanaticism may have political
(political fanatics) or religious (religious fanatics)implications, or
political-religious blindness and ideologinization.

According to the criterion of voluntariness, all members of

paramilitary formations can be classified as:

1. “volunteers who have volunteered, as a rule, for
ideological, and more often for lucrative reasons. All
“fanatics* are, as a rule, volunteers. This category of
paramilitaries can be divided into several groups:

1.1 “solers* (“solo warriors®”, “freelancers”, “solo
mercenaries*) who engage independently, not belonging to
any radicalized or patriotic groups and movements, on their
own initiative;

1.2 “mercenaries”, members of various forms of private
military companies and security agencies; and

2. “forced fighters* who participate in armed conflicts without

their own will, that is, under a certain form and dose of

coercion. They are:
2.1 “blackmailed fighters* who are forced to participate in
a war, most often paying off loans and debts they cannot
settle;
2.2 “slave-fighters“ who are victims of trafficking
(Mijalkovié¢, Zarkovié, 2019: 15 1-152), as well as
2.3 “captives* captured by enemy fighters.

Finally, according to the criterion of citizenship, all members of

paramilitary formations can be classified as:
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1. “domestic fighters*, being nationals of the country where
the armed conflict takes place;

2. “foreign fighters*, nationals of other countries, engaged in
paramilitary formations operating outside the territories of
their home countries; and

3. “phantom fighters®, stateless persons, as well as persons
who (allegedly) have multiple nationalities, have forged
personal and travel documents, do not have any personal
and travel documents and their nationality or identity
cannot be established, persons with documentation proving
affiliation with certain religious movements and
organizations instead of citizenship, etc.

The classifications shown are of a general nature, and at the

base of each particular mercenary case there are actually more
classification criteria.

The term *mercenary’

Mercenaries (“contractors®, “commercials*) are members of
paramilitary formations that charge their part in the armed conflict to
the parties to the conflict that engage them.

The mercenary is not a member of the regular armies and has
no right to be a fighter.According to the Protocol Additional to the
Geneva Conventions of 12 August relating to the protection of victims
of international conflicts (Article 47), a mercenary is any person who:
is specially recruited locally or abroad in order to fight in an armed
conflict; does, in fact, take a direct part in the hostilities; is motivated
to take part in the hostilities essentially by the desire for private gain
and, in fact, is promised, by or on behalf of a Party to the conflict,
material compensation substantially in excess of that promised or paid
to combatants of similar ranks and functions in the armed forces of that
Party; is neither a national of a Party to the conflict nor a resident of
territory controlled by a Party to the conflict;is not a member of the
armed forces of a Party to the conflict; and has not been sent by a State
which is not a Party to the conflict on official duty as a member of its
armed forces.
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Similarly, under the United Nations Conventionagainst the
Recruitment, Use, Financing and Training of Mercenaries,’ a
mercenary is any person who: is specially recruited locally or abroad
in order to fight in an armed conflict; is motivated to take part in the
hostilities essentially by the desire for private gain and, in fact, is
promised, by or on behalf of a party to the conflict, material
compensation substantially in excess of that promised or paid to
combatants of similar rank and functions in the armed forces of that
party; is neither a national of a party to the conflict nor a resident of
territory controlled by a party to the conflict; is not a member of the
armed forces of a party to the conflict; and has not been sent by a State
which is not a party to the conflict on official duty as a member of its
armed forces. In addition, mercenary is also any person who, in any
other situation: is specially recruited locally or abroad for the purpose
of participating in a concerted act of violence aimed at: overthrowing a
Government or otherwise undermining the constitutional order of a
State; is motivated to take part therein essentially by the desire for
significant private gain and is prompted by the promise or payment of
material compensation; is neither a national nor a resident of the State
against which such an act is directed; has not been sent by a State on
official duty; and is not a member of the armed forces of the State on
whose territory the act is undertaken (Article 1 of the Convention).

Any person who recruits, uses, finances or trains mercenaries
commits an offense (Article 2 of the Convention). A mercenary who
participates directly in hostilities or in a concerted act of violence, as
the case may be, commits an offence (Article 3 of the Convention).

Although generally prohibited, engagement of mercenaries in
conflicts across the globe is evident. The predominant motive of
mercenaries is money, and the same goes for the states, which make
significant savings by such engagements (Amza, 2018).*However,
while hiding behind economic and humanitarian arguments, the
overriding motives of their employers are multiple:reducing the
possibility of international condemnation of States that actively

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participate in armed conflicts in the territories of third countries,
thereby reducing the possibility of accusing States of aggression;
reducing the risks and reducing the human and material losses that
national armies would experience in armed conflict; reducing the
possibility of weakening the internal political ratings of governments
and ruling parties due to the open participation of the state in armed
conflict and the death of soldiers; eliminating the possibility of
accusing States of war crimes and violating rules of war that could be
committed by regular armed forces, etc. (Mijalkovi¢, Popovié
Mancevi¢, 2018: 193—-194).

The jobs and tasks that mercenaries are hired for depend on
their war experience, that is, their skills, training, profession, etc. More
specifically, members of the so-called private military companies and
mercenary units engage in more complex and extensive combat
operations.Most often, they are former members of regular, specialized
or special police and military forces, that is, intelligence and security
services.They operate predominantly within the units to which they
belong, at the command of the employer. In combat zones, they most
often perform combat tasks, i.e. the tasks of armed attack and
neutralization of the enemy and combat assets (armed combat,
diversions, ambushes, etc.), and occupation of certain territory or
infrastructure.In addition, in and outside combat zones, they carry out
the provision of personnel or facilities, especially of senior officials
and critical infrastructure; transportation of human and material and
technical means; equipping and training rebel troops, that is, national
armies; consulting and management in the planning and execution of
complex combat operations; logistics in establishing power in the
conquered territories,etc.

Unlike members of private military companies, ‘“solo
mercenaries” are first subject to health and psychophysical ability
checks;their combat tactics is also checked as well as their ability to
useweapons and military equipment.Then the biography and past of
the “solo mercenary“is checked, especially his “war rating®
(experience, success and reputation, and especially the military or
police rank gained on the battlefield), if he claims to have one.Upon
completion of all checks and training, individuals are assigned to units
of certain specialties (infantry, armored-mechanized, reconnaissance,
sabotage, sniper, etc.).
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In the last two decades, the role of private military companies
in contemporary armed conflicts has increased.Specifically, according
to information from the British American Security Council (BASIC),
during the Gulf War in 1991, the ratio of contractors and soldiers was
1:50, while in the last war in Iraq it has increased five times,
amounting to 1:10 (Savi¢, 2019). Private military companies are
contracted and the best recommendation is a rating they have gained in
conflicts around the world.

“Solo mercenaries* are informed about current conflicts in the
media. On the Internet, more detailed information on conflicts and on
the involvement of private military companies can be found on
specialized sites, one of the most famous being “Soldiers of Fortune -
Mercenary Wars“.” These sites literally have the importance of “job

The term of war dogs’

"War dogs’is a pejorative name for all types of paramilitaries
who, in addition to their irregular involvement in armed conflict, also
commit war crimes and numerous other offences.

Specifically, the operation of paramilitary armed formations in
conflict areas is fraught with numerous environmental risks.Thus,
mercenaries usually act as autonomous units, often with minimal
control of front-line command headquarters, both regular armies and
rebel and insurgent headquarters.This opens the door to various
violations of the rules and customs of war prescribed by international
conventions, such as the unnecessary or excessive use of force, the
killing and rape of civilians, the abuse of prisoners, religious, medical
staff and civilians.For example, members of the Blackwater Company
have been charged with causing over 200 incidents with different
consequences during Middle Eastern campaigns run since 2005.
Members of L-3 Services have been accused of torturing inmates, for
which the company paid $ 5.8 million in damages (Amza, 2018).

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Furthermore, there is a danger that mercenary formations and
private military companies may deny obedience to commands and
employers (renegade and independent operation), or, for larger sums,
change sides in the conflict (new employer and more profitable
business engagement).In such situations, only strong national armies or
coalitions of national armies could protect the state and
citizens.Finally, mercenary armies are able to severely destabilize the
state and threaten its order through criminal activity.The activities of
mercenaries can be exemplified in conflicts in Africa (Sierra Leone,
Liberia and Ivory Coast) at the beginning of the third millennium.
Their engagement was accompanied by multiple violations of human
rights and international humanitarian law, through sexual slavery,
illegal arms trafficking, trade in natural resources, and forced
displacement of the population.One of their most terrible crimesis
certainly the recruitment of children to participate in conflicts
(Delattre, 2019)."

The Serbian people also had bad experiences with private
military companies operating in the Balkans. During the Civil War in
the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, the newly formed state
of the Republic of Croatia engaged the US military company Military
Professional Resources Inc. (MPRI).The company hired its General
Staff to prepare the genocidal operation of the Croatian Armed Forces,
better known by its code-name “Storm®, as well as its experts to
monitor the course of the 1995 attack by the Croatian military and
paramilitary forces on Republika Srpska Krajina (RSK).The
consequence of the“Storm* was ethnic cleansing, the mass killing and
forcible displacement of the Serb population from their ancestral
homes in Croatia.The same company has recently been hired to train
terrorists of the so-called “Kosovo Liberation Army*, which operated
in the southern Serbian province. During and after the NATO

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aggression against the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia in 1999,
Albanian terrorists carried out ethnic cleansing of Kosovo and
Metohija by killing and persecuting Serbs.

Conclusion

Contemporary wars point to the weaknesses of bulky and
expensive armies that also use more complex and bulky military
equipment. For this reason, the armies rely on outsourcing, which
makes them dependent on private contractors, technicians and
professionals who are hired together with soldiers. These are
commonly, and often in theory, referred to aswarlords,paramilitaries,
mercenaries, and war dogs.Sincethese are jargon words, non-scientific
terms that are not inherent to the language of the security sciences, it
was necessary to explain the meaning of these terms and make
distinction between them.

The terms paramilitary formations and mercenariesdonot
necessarily have a negative connotation, i.e. they do not have to be
used to indicate phenomena that are contrary to the rules and customs
of war. In these situations, the term paramilitary formations includes
entities and forces of the state that have the capacity to perform
military tasks but are not formally considered an army.

On the other hand, the terms paramilitary formations,
mercenaries and war dogsare most often mentioned in negative
context. In this case, these terms are of similar content but of different
scope. A common denominator is a person who participates in armed
conflicts but who is not a member of the regular armed formations of a
state or an alliance of states, and his engagement is contingent on the
monetary compensation he receives from the one who hired him. Such
a definition is best suited to the scope and content of the term
mercenary, even though a member of an irregular armed force may not
have an economic motive (e.g.a volunteer, fanatic).

The term paramilitary formations is broader in scope and
includes a (usually organized) group involved in an armed conflict,
which is not part of the regular armed forces, nor is under their control
and command. However, it should be borne in mind that paramilitary
formations are usually made up of mercenaries, but can also be made
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up of volunteers whose motive for participating in conflicts is not
material.

The term war dogsis of a narrower scope and includes any
person who is not a member of the regular armed forces and who
commits war and other crimes while participating in armed conflicts.
He may or may not be a mercenary and may or may not be a member
of a paramilitary formation.

Finally, the warlordsdo not participate directly in armed
conflict, but exercise (para)authority. These are individuals or groups
that have established authority over a part of the territory, as well as
recognized and unrecognized governments, and informal centers of
political and financial power of national or international importance
that govern paramilitary formations and manage events in a conflict
area, seeking to direct the flow of armed conflict and control lives in
the territories they have occupied and where they perform armed
actions.

Abstract: Police activity is unthinkable without the timely and
complete collection of all security-relevant data. As today's greater
availability of data and information in police practice does not mean
greater predictability of manifestations of security-related events, data
analysis should occur on a daily basis. To understand the ways crime
incidents happen, to find the elements of the future in them and to
predict their development, is an essential task of analysts. Starting
from the specifics of decision-making in the police, the paper points to
the importance of analytical work and analytical information for
policing, but also examines the contribution of analytical support to
the drafting of strategic and operational decisions in the European
Union and the Republic of Serbia related to combating serious and
organized crime.

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New Architecture and Risks in
Payment Card Operations

Abstract: Digitalization in all spheres of social life, widespread
distribution and numerouspossibilities of smart phones as well as
increasing amounts and scope of electronic contents and services lead
to the emergence of new expectations and new requirements of banks,
buyers and sellers, which refer to contemporary architecture of
payment card operations. Payments make integral part of business
operations regardless of whether we talk about traditional or on-line
business operations, and this is why it is necessary to find the best
manner to pay for goods or services using new technological and
communications solutions. The subject of research in this paper is the
analysis of characteristics of contemporary risks, development factors,
economic effects and distribution of payment cards within the system of
e-money, e-payment and e-banking, with a view to indicating the
possible positive economic consequences and necessity to innovate and
complete legal regulations in this area.

The paper uses both general and specific scientific methods and
procedures of logical conclusion, statistical, as well as positivist legal
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method. The manner of research includes the selection and application
of scientific methods, the selection of data and the scope of research.
Keywords: payment cards, risk, payment, security

Introductory remarks

The main characteristic of contemporary world trends,
including the financial world and the payment industry, is to develop
new, although not always better forms of business operations.
Developing new forms of payment and business operations is one of
the most common characteristics of the contemporary financial
world.When defining the term new architecture of card operations, we
primarily think of their innovativeness, the capability to adapt to new
technological challenges, as well as their contemporary role within the
e-payment system, considering that today there are over three hundred
modalities of e-payment.

Payment card is a payment instrument issued by a bank, a
payment institution or a legally authorisedorganization, which makes it
possible to users to dispose of their assets on the account, in other
words to pay for goods and services or to withdraw cash, or do any
other operation related to the assets on the account
(PrivrednakomoraSrbije, 2018: 8). The basis of a payment card is an
order for a certain amount of money to be paid or paid out to a user, to
be transferred or the holder’s order which refers to some other specific
characteristic of a card.

Methodology used by the National Bank of Serbia (NBS) in the
second decade of a new millennium when publishing the data on
payment cards is substantially different in comparison with previous
years since it is adapted to the statistics of the payment services based
on the Law on Payment Services.'At the same time, this statistics
includes the data on the number of cards with the function of e-money
and the transactions carried out at the Internet with this money.
Business cards are not included in the statistics of the NBS. This is

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why some data which are usually included in annual analyses of the
payment card market are not completely comparable with previous
years. This is the reason why it should bear in mind that some data
presented in this scientific paper can differ from the exact data, but
these discrepancies generally do not deform substantially the presented
trends and values which are the subject of research.”

Distribution of Payment Cards in E-Payment System
of the Republic of Serbia

A considerable number of card brands and technological
architecture of these systems improve the quality of life and play the
crucial role in modern economic environment. Although over seventy
years have passed since the first payment card appeared and although it
is the fact that as of recently they have been written about as the trend
of the future, it is today already that this becomes a conceptual
technological standard. Contemporary payment operations and
transaction mechanisms in banking in Serbia cannot simply be
imagined without a considerable participation of payment cards
(Granville, 2017: 28). Spreading and expansions of these contemporary
e-payment instruments depend primarily on the interest of the banks
and their clients (Koncar, 2008: 311).

Winding up traditional branch offices anddiscontinuingthe
work with bank clerks is only one but more and more present sign of
‘modern digital era’ which the mankind has entered (Lazovi¢, Purovié,
2018: 17). Expert financial analyses and technological expertise in
recent years more and more often lead to elimination of paper money
and transition to e-money. Theorists of the future predict that very soon
we will be in a situation to use e-money only, that all kinds of
shopping or payments will be made using credit and payment cards,
instant payments and this is simply inevitable, as financial experts say,
and add that the mentioned systems would not come into use that
easily since more than 85% of population worldwide are financially
illiterate and apart from basic payment operations or purchases they do

Based on the statistical data of the central monetary institution
of Serbia, the number of debit and credit cards issued in 2018, when
compared with 2014, increased by 19.55%, in other words from
6,267058 to 7,778958 or by 1,511908 cards. In comparison with the
same periods of observation, the number of active debit and credit
cards increased from 3,073646 to 4,312,557, i.e. by 40.30%. In other
words, at the end of 2018, there were nearly 1,238 911 active cards
more than during 2014 (the percentage of active cards in comparison
with the cards issued in the entire period stabilised at nearly 55%). The
number of issued cards increased evenly, while the number of active
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cards stagnated in 2017, and then increased distinctively during 2018.
It is important to mention that debit cards actually boosted the increase
in the number of active cards.

Distribution of the acceptance network does not record similar

trends. The number of ATMs(Automated Teller Machine) stagnates
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from 2,983 to 2,848, while the number of POSs considerably decreased
in 2017 and then recovered during 2018.

The existing card acceptance network in Serbia in comparison
with the countries in the region is still relatively well developed.
Starting from 2014, after a few years, the first increase of ATMs was
recorded, which is a rather important news considering that their
number was constantly decreasing in the period from 2010 to 2014.
This trend of increase continued and in the end of 2016 there were
2,845 ATMs, which then drastically dropped during 2017, and then the
trend of increase of ATMs was again recorded during 2018.
Considering that the number of branch offices decreased and the
number of branch offices working in the afternoon is increasingly
smaller, it is evident that these trends are not followed by the increase
of the number of ATMs.

At the end of 2014 there were 64,142 POS terminals and in the
following years the increasing trend continued in comparison with the
previous years. During 2018 the increase of POS terminals number
was far larger than in previous years and was 27.1%. It is necessary to

a population of potential clients as possible by new services and
products.

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operations, although risk managementis the result of new development
history. Detecting possible risks, especially those in the zone of
monetary destructions and crime is important, since financial
institutions have primary motive to protect their business operations
and thus the interest of their clients and ultimately the financial system
of a country.

Classification and grouping of risks is not simple at all
considering the practically inexhaustiblenumber of risk sources,
particularly in criminalsphere(Balaban, 2017: 32). Every uncertainty in
banking and card operations represents a risk. Identification of a risk
represents a set of analytical techniques by which the elements of
uncertainty can be determined (Jankovi¢, 2011: 176).

Credit card frauds can be divided into certain categories
depending on who committed the fraud, who the participants in the
fraud are, or the manner in which the card data were compromised and
abused. In practice it is not always possible to make precise difference
among individual types of abuse (UroSevi¢, 2009: 142). In the
Republic of Serbia the most common cases of payment card frauds
include:

- Frauds using counterfeited cards;

- Card not present — a fraud at the Internet point of sale;

- Card not present — transactions initiated by postal order

(MOTO transaction);

- Lost/stolen card.

In addition to the previously mentioned frauds that can be
carried out using payment cards, there are also frauds present at the
card acceptance point, in other words there are frauds that can be
carried out at ATM or POS terminals which accept cards as a payment
instrument (PrivrednakomoraSrbije, 2018: 54).

-  ATM abuses;

o Skimming, frauds with counterfeited cards;

eCash trapping,a fraud using special
mechanical devices to capture cash illegally;

e Malware,an unauthorized access and use of
malicious software at the ATM which results in giving a
command for illegal cash payout;

eGas attack, a physical attack using certain
kinds of gas which areinserted into the ATM box and
initiating explosion;
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o ATM theft, or taking away the entire ATM machine.
- Merchant Fraud, represents a payment card abuse by an
owner of an acceptance point or some of the employees.
- The other types of frauds include:
e Card Database Breach;
e Under Floor Limit, an abuse when a card is used in the
amount below the limit of a sales point in order to avoid
authorization.

Replacement of banknotes coming from robberies or thefts.
The current practice suggests that there is a problem of replacement of
marked banknotes, which are dye-marked as a security measure from
money theft (Jaracz et al., 2018). The banknotes coming from
robberies or thefts are possible to replace at ATMs, because ATMs do
not have sensors to detect the dye. Also there is not standardized dye
used for banknote neutralization (Grondahl Lee, 2017: 113). The so
called IBNS (Intelligent Banknote Neutralisation System)system is
used for dying which is activated during the robbery from transport
containers, bags and other transport packages. It is common to use red,
purple or green dye. The problems of banks within whose network
such banknotes were replaced is that they cannot replace them and
therefore this represents a loss for them. Due to these reasons some
business banks discontinued the function of exchange at their ATMs.
The problem evidently exists in the EU countries and not much has
been done to solve it so far.’

Corporate cannibalism or market cannibalism is the practice
of reducing a product price or introducing a new product into the
market of certain product categories, in this case payment cards. If a
company is in practice of market cannibalism, it is considered to eat its
own market hoping to get a larger portion of it. This phenomenon can
have both positive and negative effects on the ultimate results of a
company, it can be intentional or unintentional and it is called

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cannibalization strategy.” Cannibalization of a physical product into a
digital product is inevitable and it should not be avoided.

Two primary reasons why card companies can resort to
cannibalization of their own market share by corporate cannibalism
include: gaining overall larger market share within the same product
category, in this case in digital payment ecosystem, at the expense of
losing its already established card product, or simply because they
believe that another e-payment product would sell better than the
previous one. In addition to possibly better payment than the previous
product, the new product could be sold to another type of customers,
which additionally highlights the increase of the total market share.
The hypothesis is that by better control of innovations as a reason for
market cannibalism larger profit and better social standards at the
entire market can be achieved than those that can be achieved without
the control and development of innovations. Research and
development play crucial role in increasing market share, which is the
ultimate goal of the company.

Instant paymentsrepresent currently the most up-to-date and
the most user-attractive form of payment, since they make it possible
to keep all the advantages of cash money and avoid the disadvantages
of cash payment, in other words the possibility of abuse, high costs of
cash management, grey economy and other. Such a payment concept
represents a kind of approved transfer and it is carried out in a way and
within the terms determined by the decision regulating the general
rules of instant transfers.

Instant payment was launched in Serbia on October 22, 2018,
and according to the estimate of the central monetary institution it
would reduce the use of cards by about 30% in the next five years.
This modern concept is the response to high card system commissions
which range up to 2.2% for certain card payment services at selling
points. Instant payment is competition to card payment due to lower
fees in comparison with card payment commissions. This form of
payment would cause tectonic changes in the payment market. Its
manner of operation, functionality as well as applied technical and

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technological solutions, are in accordance with the current state-of-the-
art trends applied in the field of instant payment systems.

Simple, safe, practical and instant — this is how we can describe
this new form of payment which is entering financial practice. There
are numerous advantages offered by instant payment in comparison
with former payments, some of the most significant including
(Narodna banka Srbije, 2018: 1):

24/7/365 payment from every location and using various

modern telecommunication devices;

- monetary assets are available to the receiver of payment in a
few seconds;

- lower transaction processing costs for small monetary values;

- possibility to create new products and services;

— potential for the service of receiving payment instruments to be
dealt with those payment service providers who did not deal
with such payments so far;

- reduced payment costs;

- improved cash flow management;

- new and more inexpensive payment instrument for traders,
competitive to card payments.

The new manner of payment implies also new and up-to-date
technology. The buyers would be able to pay for goods and
servicesusing special applications on their cell phones. The NBS has
specified that the instant payment at a selling point will be made using
IPS QR(/nstant Payments Serbia — The Quick Response) code, which
will be standardized for all banks in order to enable inter-operability.®
Those offering payment services would offer their clients, both payers
and traders, the applications which would enable such a payment.
Introduction of instant payment, which Serbia has introduced among

QR code is a square consisting of a small mosaic of black and white small squares
which can be read by a camera and translated by software into digital information.
These two-dimensional codes are printed on a surface, most often paper one, but they
can also be formed at a screen of another phone. In case of instant payment they
contain information which a traditional money order form would contain, who is
paying for what, to whom the payment is made, to which account and the amount to
be paid. If you agree with what is written in it, by the touch on a screen you make a
payment (with security measures used by the bank, PIN code most frequently), and
the transaction is completed.
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the first in Europe, represents a huge step forward to even better
customer experience for both clients and banks.

It is an undoubted fact that banks, due to development of
social networks, will have to waive some of their current income
sources. The emergence of low cost banks at social networks would
also influence the decrease in prices of banking services. The entire
concept is based on the solutions which are already applied at
banking markets worldwide. What remains to be seen is how the
banks would use new opportunities to increase their competitiveness
at the market and how they will use the tools available to them by the
development of social networks and what role this would give to
payment cards in a new financial environment. In a period when time
is money, those who opt for this form of payment would save both
their time but also commissions. Speed, flexibility, lower costs and
absence of time limit are the main advantages of e-banking. As for
selling and marketing, innovation is a key item for survival and
success at the market. The development of new digital channels is
priority of banks. The rule which applies to both banks and
companies in other sectors is: digital transformation starts inside. The
new bank is open, agile, flexible and adaptable.

Digitalization process is the future that has already happened to
us and only the institutions which understand that investing into digital
communications is the imperative of their business operations can
count on satisfaction and trust of their clients. The use of payment
cards, then electronic and finally mobile banking suppressed counters
and forms, and if we bear in mind increasingly simple and comfortable
digital services, with increased security of their use, the fact that more
and more clients cooperate with their banks without entering the
branch offices is not surprising, and the role and function of card
system enables them to do so.

Legal Protection of E-Payment

Payment cards represent a modern e-payment instrument issued
by a bank, payment institution or a legally authorised organization
which enable users to dispose of their assets on the account, i.e. to
make payment of goods and services of to take cash or make any other
operation related to the assets on the account. The basis for a payment

card is an order for a certain amount of money to be paid or given,
transferred or an order of the holder referring to a specific card
characteristic (NarodnabankaSrbije, 2018: 8). A particularly significant
moment when assessing formal and content-related aspect of the
current legal regulations is the degree of protection of e-money and e-
banking users. As it can be seen, there are numerous potential threats
to e-money system and the transactions within this system. Many
questions emerge related to the legal regulation of these processes.

Laws based on which the use of payment cards is regulated in
Serbia are:

- The Criminal Code of the Republic of Serbia
- Law on Payment Operations
- Law on Banking and Other Financial Organizations.

Based on the Criminal Code of the Republic of Serbia all
criminal offences related to counterfeiting and abuse of payment cards
are laid down in Article 243 of the Law, as well as making, providing
and supplying counterfeiting means to another person, in Article 244 b
paragraph 2 of this Law. The law also sets out the corresponding
penalties for crime offenders. Criminal offence of counterfeiting and
abuse of payment cards used to be within the criminal offence of fraud
and the criminal offence of forging a document. However, the great
expansion and useof payment cardsis accompanied by their abuses so
these forms of criminal offences were separated as independent
criminal offences (Cudan, Nikoloska, 2018: 339).

Analysing criminal-law framework of counterfeiting and abuse
of payment cards both in Serbia and the countries of the Western
Balkans, there is generally an adequate legal framework. However, for
efficient protection and suppression of this crime it is not sufficient to
have an adequate criminal-law framework, but it is necessary first of
all to raise awareness of card users of the necessity to know certain
forms of protection on the one hand, and it is also necessary to educate
the police and judiciary on the other hand, considering that this is a
specific type of crime within which various technical and technological
knowledge is used (Babovi¢, 2018: 72).

What we have to remark in this last chapter, in which we
discuss the most important legal issues related to this field, is that legal
solutions, no matter how much they are extensive and duly updated in
their content can never fully accompany the events in reality. It has
been known for a long time that no matter how many efforts the
legislator makes a large number of institutes in positive legal
regulations are not covered or they are covered by a segment smaller
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than required. This is particularly characteristic in the area of
information and communication technologies. Positive legal
regulations in this field appeared only in a few recent years and are
present in just a few legal regulations. E-business requires a high
degree of protection from abuses by fulfilling legal and technical
requirements. Adequate application of legal framework would reduce
the risks related to securing the data in order to protect privacy and
secrecy of information systems, as well as those related to possibility
of abuse. The relationship between e-money and real money is the
question which deserves special attention from macroeconomic aspect.
Adopting the Law on E-trade, as well as the Law on Payment
Operations the legal basis has been created to make e-business equal to
the traditional one and this is the basis to develop e-business and
therefore the general economic development of Serbia as well. Today
in the conditions of developed global e-trade the consumers are faced
with numerous challenges in the form of huge amount of information,
numerous financial frauds, misrepresentation, deceits, etc. The fact is
that the risks have increased together with the development of e-
trade.Transnationality of e-money and e-payment is the topic with
which both economic and legal sciences deal. Economic consequences
of e-payment have not yet been examined sufficiently and the legal
regulations are trying to define the business operations framework.
Economic consequences of e-money and e-payment are multiple.

Conclusion

In the contemporary conditions there is an increasing number
of financial transactions and payments which are carried out in the
environment relaxed from limited physical presence of people.
Developed economy and finances, traditionally turned towards cash
money at the beginning of the new millennium dynamically divert
focus of interest to various payment systems. It is undoubted that
digitalization trends influence financial flows, and therefore many
products and services, so payment cards and their architecture have
found their place in the ecosystem of payments despite the risks they
entail.

Possible disadvantages in security and safety of payment cards
have been reduced to an ultimately reasonable measure, which
primarily refers to card-holder mistakes. Creators of monetary policy
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prompt all participants in this kind of payment to constantly develop
and legal regulations are obliged to follow the technological innovation
in the payment field.

It is clear that the greatest technological achievement in
banking development is emergence of e-money, which automatically
and preferably singled out the sector of e-banking. In this paper,
inspired by modern trends and orientations in business operations, we
have tackled the current issues related to e-money and e-banking. We
have considered their accompanying risks, forms, factors influencing
their development as well as economic effects and legal aspects of the
entire process of card payment system. We conclude that such an
approach to business operations, despite certain dilemmas or
shortcomings, if considered from economic or legal aspect, has many
advantages when compared with traditional business operations:
reduction of transaction costs; faster circulation of assets; safe and
secure payment operations; time saving; possibility to make
transactions from a workplace, as well as constant insight into the
balance on the account and transactions.

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The Influence of Social Media on Insurgency

Abstract: Traditional media, such as television, radio or
newspapers, offer only one-way communication, while social media
provide two-way communication. Today, the individuals are the
source, creator and user of the content. The scope of social media
usage is large, and the forms of social media on the internet are
diverse. Currently we can use blogs, forums, virtual worlds, review
services, social networks and content sharing sites. While analyzing
the theoretical definition, forms and scope of usage the basic
characteristics of social media emerged. First of all, social media are
relatively cheap, they provide anonymity, large amount of information
and easy communication.

Social media have distinguished themselves as one of the
political instruments, they emphasized and increased the power of the
individual, erased borders and enabled modern insurgencies whose
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goals or motives go beyond the boundaries of the state in which they
take place to last longer. Analyzing the needs of the insurgency
movements, it can be concluded that insurgents today most often use
social media on the Internet to inform others about their activities,
finance themselves, coordinate activities, as well as for recruitment
and data collection.

States also use social media to protect their own interests and
achieve their goals. States often have more resources, so it became
easier and more effective to support independent groups in fight
against insurgency. By analyzing the advantages and disadvantages of
social media, depending on the defense system and approach to
counterinsurgency, states can use the same social media features as
insurgents but to their disadvantage. First, anonymity on the Internet
because it is not that easy to stay anonymous, and also for data
collection about insurgents and their mobilization of wider support
against insurgent movement.

Finally, even though the fight in the social media space has
begun, the use of social media for offensive purposes is not that
beneficial for insurgent movements. In practice, apart from
spreading propaganda, insurgents are still failing to exploit the full
potential of social media, primarily because of the countermeasures
taken by the governments (blocking access, censorship, infiltration,
monitoring communications). Currently, the balance is on the
states’ side, because they can gain information about the goals of
the movement, its members and how they operate; also, thanks to
the social media, the forces of the states are “closer” to their own
population, thus facilitating and expanding the mobilization of the
counterinsurgency forces.

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Ill-treatment, Torture or Extortion of Confession from
Suspects in the Legislation of the Republic of Serbia

Abstract: The "torture institute" used for procedural purpos-
es by the public authorities, was primarily established at the time of
the Inquisition, as a "legal means of obtaining confession". The rea-
sons upon which such conclusions were based were causally con-
cerned with the importance of confession as evidence in the criminal
proceedings which had "the strength" of the regina probandum. The
issue of lawfulness of the evidence obtained through torture was not
raised, it was only the ultimate goal that mattered.

A critique of this way of dealing with persons who have vi-
olated legal norms comes with the "philosophy of enlightenment and
the philosophy of human rights,"” when torture loses its significance as
"the way of obtaining evidence" since, above all, it does not always
lead to the truth and has caused many wrongful court decisions. This is
evidenced by today's criminal procedural solutions, which relate to the
confession given by the defendant, since the confession itself is not
enough to justify a court decision, so that other procedural conditions
must also be met.

At the international level, the first legal instruments of the
UN and the Council of Europe which prescribed the ban on torture
beyond national frameworks, clearly define the obligations that the
States parties need to include in their legal order so as to adequately
combat inhuman and degrading treatment and punishment, especially
when the bearers of such conduct are the authorities empowered by the
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state to exercise the authority and means of coercion, directly affecting
the sphere of proclaimed rights. It is precisely where the greatest
"danger" lies: the authorities of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, which
on the one hand provide protection of fundamental social and state
values from persons who endanger such values, and on the other hand,
protect the rights of those persons, so the question of "the most impor-
tant law" or to whom to give priority in the situation of "conflict of
rights with the law" arises. The European Court of Human Rights has
sought to answer this question in its decisions considering the
achievement and respect of the absolute prohibition of torture de facto
by the police (when arresting, bringing in, holding in custody and in-
terrogating the suspect). However, despite the high level of proclaimed
rights and the efforts of the international community to respect them, it
is clear from the court practice that in reality it is very difficult to en-
sure absolute respect of the norms prohibiting the torture, cruel, inhu-
man or degrading treatment and punishment.

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Establishment of a Career Advancement System for Po-
lice Officers Based on the Principle of Competency and
Performance Management

Abstract: The Law on Police stipulates that the human re-
sources management function in the Ministry of the Interior is per-
formed by an organizational unit for human resources. This function is
accomplished, inter alia, by establishing and developing a career pro-
gression system for employees in the Ministry based on the principle of
competence management and performance. Creating more equal con-
ditions for career development and promotion of police officers has
certainly been significantly influenced by the creation of an adequate
normative framework in the field of human resource management in
the past. Acts were adopted to improve the processes of recruitment
and selection, career development of police officers, professional
training and improvement, performance appraisal and basic compe-
tencies.

Bearing in mind the by-laws adopted in accordance with the
contemporary tendencies of public administration reform and Euro-
pean standards for the development of the civil service system, as well
as the activities undertaken by the Ministry of the Interior in the field
of career advancement of police officers, the aim of this paper is to
present the newly adopted model of career advancement of police of-
ficers, which is based on the principle of competency and performance
management.
